UNIT FACILITIES

The Community Centre is located in the middle of the Service Families Accommodation
(SFA) estate and comprises a nursery, the unit welfare teams for the Land Warfare Centre
and 3 Yorks, the HIVE and 10 AEC Learn Direct facility. The Community Centre holds
regular activities for children and adults. 10 AEC also have an education facility within
Battlesbury Barracks. Both of the education facilities can be used by dependants and
Service personnel. Both barracks have gymnasiums (which can be used by dependants),
hairdressers, Londis shop and bars/hubs.

The garrison medical centre is located within the Land Warfare Centre barracks and can be

used by both Serving personnel and dependants. The dental centre is for Serving personnel
only. There is an adventure play park and young children’s park on Pepper Place, within the
SFA estate.
