UNIT OVERVIEW 

1st Battalion Grenadier Guards, originally known as the Royal Regiment of Foot Guards, was 
formed in 1656 by King Charles II who was then in exile in Bruges, Flanders.  

It was known as the First Guards before becoming the First Regiment of Foot Guards and 
now bears the title The First or Grenadier Regiment of Foot Guards in honour of the defeat 
of the Grenadiers of the French Imperial Guard at the Battle of Waterloo in 1815. It is the 
only Regiment in the British Army that has directly gained its title from the part it played in 
action. 

1st Battalion Grenadier Guards are a modern and forward thinking infantry regiment.  The 
variety and challenging nature of dismounted infantry soldiering has seen the regiment at the 
forefront of some of the most intense combat in recent years.   

The Regiment is also heavily involved in Public and Ceremonial duties.  Both the Battalion 
and Nijmagen Company, an incremental company based in Wellington Barracks in London, 
conduct ceremonial duties at Buckingham Place, Windsor Castle, St James's Palace and 
The Tower of London.   

The unit is based at Lille Barracks in Aldershot and consists of three Rifle companies – The 
Queens Company, The Inkerman Company and 2 Company -  a Support Company made up 
of an anti-tank platoon, a mortar platoon, a reconnaissance platoon and a sniper platoon and 
a Headquarter Company, which holds everyone else in the battalion including clerks, chefs 
and mechanics.
