Radiation Worker Counselling

Ministry of Defence radiation workers, former radiation workers and their families who have concerns about the health effects arising from exposure to radiation during MOD employment are eligible for counselling and may obtain radiation dose summaries. Radiation workers who do not want counselling but wish to obtain a summary of their radiation exposure may also do so under these arrangements. Counselling will provide an opportunity to discuss any concerns with someone medically qualified to advise. The counselling does not involve any medical examination, or any form of medical surveillance or screening.

Individuals may request counselling or dose summaries by telephoning the Counselling Telephone line (02392 768098) and leaving their names and addresses or by writing to the MOD Counselling Registry at DSTL Radiological Protection Services, Crescent Road, Alverstoke, Gosport, Hants PO12 2DL. 

For individuals working at HMNB Devonport, HMNB Clyde, or NRTE Vulcan, or former workers at these establishments and their families, application should be made to the establishment medical centre. For employees, former employees and their families at AWE plc application should be made in the first instance to the company. Individuals employed by Babcock Rosyth Defence Limited should also apply to the Company. Former employees of HMNB Rosyth should apply to HMNB Clyde, Faslane.
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
