109 Squadron 
mentors Suppliers and Petroleum Operators and also delivers trade training for Royal 
Engineers (RE) Resource Specialists and Suppliers.  87 (Headquarters) Squadron deals 
with discharges, re-enlistments and provides a full spectrum of life support to the whole 
Regiment.
