	Completed T&E Range Logs are to be retained by the MOD RSO until such time as the range is permanently closed or until their destruction is approved by the Range Authorising Officer.

As a minimum, each logbook should be retained for 10 years after its completion.
	


	Notes
1.
This Log provides a permanent record of the usage of the Range facility named on the front cover.  For each use of the facility the following detail is to be entered:


a.
The  name and signature of the Trials Conducting Officer supervising the trial.  (columns [m] & [n])


b.
The date and time the range was in use.  (columns [a],[h] & [j])


c.
Reference number/s of the documentation detailing and authorising the trial.  (columns  [b], [c] &[d])


d.
The number of stores/rounds released, fired or tested by nature.  (columns [f] & [i])


e.
Details of any range incident, accident or damage and action taken in response.  (columns [k] & [l])

Completion by the Trials Conducting Officer.

2.
On each occasion that the range is used, and before trials commence, the Trials Conducting Officer is to complete columns [a] to [h].  The Trials Conducting Officer is to ensure that the Range is used strictly in accordance with current orders and procedures.

3.
It is essential that the reference number/s of the documentation detailing each individual trial are recorded in columns [b], [c] & [d].

4. At the end of the trial the Trials Conducting Officer is to complete columns [i] to [n].  In signing in column [n] the Trials Conducting Officer affirms that he/she has completed the trial, leaving the Range clear of all ammunition and explosives or has informed the Range staff if for any reason the Range could not be cleared.

Use as a Management Record.

5.
The T&E Range Log is also provided as a means of recording all other significant range events, such as inspections.  At the completion of any periodic inspection (see Note 6), the inspecting officer is to enter, on the next available line; the date, time and type of inspection (e.g. "MOD Range Safety Officer's Monthly Inspection") and any relevant comments or remarks.  He must also enter his name, rank/grade, appointment and signature.  These entries must be made in red ink to distinguish them from range user entries.
6.
The cycle of mandatory periodic inspections is as follows:


a.
Monthly by the MOD Range Safety Officer (MOD RSO).


b.
Annually by an MOD Range Safety Manager (MOD RSM).


c.
Two-yearly by a representative of the Works Services Organisation.


d.
Three yearly by an Independent Range Safety Inspector (DOSG).

General.

7. Entries need not be limited to a single line for each firing practice or inspection.  Full use should be made of the page if additional information is required to be recorded and if necessary, entries may be continued onto the next page of the Log.

   Definitions

8. Trial. Any MOD-approved dry or live operation of a weapon system, operation of an Unmanned Air Vehicle (UAV) or potentially explosive activity carried out on a T&E Range. It includes static and dynamic firings, military training firings, environmental tests, engine tests and demilitarisation activities.

9. Trials Specification. The executive document for the trial. It defines, with appropriate reference to supporting documentation, the nature and aims of the trial, the trials procedure and how the safety issues have been addressed.

10. Trials Certificate.   The formal document which authorises the TCO to conduct the trial in accordance with the Trials Specification. The document is signed by the trials manager, approved by the contractor’s Trials Safety Manager and authorised by the MOD RSO.

11. Trials Conducting Officer.  Any appropriately certificated range staff, or contract or military staff working for or on behalf of the contractor, on a Range who have direct operational control or an operational safety function in the conduct of a trial or other MOD-approved activity. It includes, among others, trials officers, ground controllers, gun position officers, air controllers and in-flight safety officers
