Ayios Nikolaos (Ay Nik) is located in the Eastern Sovereign Base Area (ESBA), it is 15 miles North East
of Dhekelia Garrison and 5 miles from the city of Famagusta (which is located in Northern Cyprus). There
are also detachments at Troodos (Golf Section), Akrotiri (SLS) and Episkopi (SGS) for those
detachments see the relevant HIVE location.

Unit Facilities

The facilities available are a supermarket, bakery, café, library, swimming pool and for sporting adults at
Ayios Nikolaos there is; a golf club, gymnasium, multi-gym, tennis courts, rugby club, squash courts, kart
club and a gun club. Other recreational amenities include; ceramics club, education centre, and the Snug
Tavern (formerly the Ay Nik Tavern or ANT). For the children there is; a youth club, Brownies, Cubs,
football club and a swimming club. The village just outside of camp offers a supermarket, garage, bars
and restaurants to name but a few.

Spencer’s, Next, Topshop and Dorothy Perkins. Famagusta is closer than Larnaca but on the Northern
side of Cyprus. There you will find a variety of small supermarkets and a large fruit and vegetable market
every Friday.
