ASE comprises the Sandhurst Development Wing, a Technical Wing and the AGC
Educational and Training Services (ETS) Training Wing. The ASE provides developmental
training for potential officers, mathematics and electronics training to HNC level for the
Army's technical corps and professional branch training for the Army's Education officers.
