· Elementary Pilot courses. These courses are introductory courses available to complete beginners. Completion allows personnel to apply for the Club Pilot course. Prefix PEP. Three of these courses are of two weeks duration where they coincide with bank holidays.

· Club Pilot Courses. These courses are open to all personnel having successfully completed an EP course. Completion allows entry into the Pilot rating system and allows you to fly outside the school environment. Prefix PCP. 

· EP/CP Finishing Off Courses.  Finishing Off courses aim to complete the EP/CP syllabus. The entry requirements are that the candidate must have attended a previous EP/CP course and either achieved a deferred pass or failed to complete. EP finishing-off courses are prefixed with the letters PEF. CP finishing-off courses are prefixed with the letters PCF. 
· Intermediate Pilot Courses. This course is designed for CP rated  Paraglider pilots who have less than 10-hrs logged since gaining their CP and who wish to gain more flying experience and improve their ridge soaring and thermalling skills.  The course is designed to work towards the ‘Pilot’ rating and is prefixed with the letters PIP.  
· Pilot Course.  This course is designed for CP rated Paraglider pilots with 15hrs flying logged, who are ready to start developing their cross-country flying. The Pilot course is of 10-days duration and takes place in the UK on a variety of flying sites. The Pilot Examination can be requested and sat during the course, which is to complete the BHPA ‘Pilot’ rating. This course is prefixed with the letters PGP.

· Paraglider Dual Pilot This course is designed for ‘Pilot’ rated personnel with 100-logged flying hours, who feel they are dedicated and confident enough to start tandem flying. The course is of 5-days duration. Course prefix PDP. 

· Paraglider UK Pilot This course is designed for pilots having trained abroad that have limited experience of dynamic soaring and stronger wind launch techniques. It is open to all CP rated pilots. Prefix PUK.
· Club coach course. This 2-day course is open to Club Pilot rated personnel with 10-hours airtime logged. It is pre-requisite for Exped Supervisor. Prefix CCC

· CYP courses Paragliding courses in Cyprus, applications through CJSATC.

· TI courses. This is a modular course open to Pilot and Club Coach rated personnel that wish to conduct distributed training within their own units. Final assessment is conducted externally by a British Hang Gliding and Paragliding Association examiner. Pre-requisites prior to examination are attendance of a BHPA two day TI course and appropriate first aid qualifications. Prefix TI.
