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Since April 2006 the MOD has offset CO2 emissions from all MOD Centre staff flying on commercial flights, through the Government Carbon Offsetting Fund. This fund enables Departments to offset emissions from official air travel, by investing in energy efficient overseas projects. Together with our targets to reduce carbon emissions from road vehicles used for Government administrative operations, this will support our aim to ensure Defence operates in a sustainable manner.  

The UK Government has committed to offsetting carbon dioxide emissions from all Central Government official and ministerial air travel from April 2006. The Ministry of Defence is participating in the largest of these schemes, the Government Carbon Offsetting Fund (GCOF), alongside 36 other departments, agencies and bodies. 
The GCOF will soon be re-structured to enable Departments to take a more flexible approach to offsetting. The fund purchases and cancels Certified Emission Reductions (CERs) from small-scale energy efficiency and renewable energy Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) projects with strong sustainable development benefits. The fund ensures that credits are of the highest quality, demonstrating how the Government can lead by example.
